Preferred Fields of Study include STEM curricula such as: Electrical Engineering,
Trade/Vocational School study of Electronics, Computer Technology, Math or
Science. If selected for scholarship you can reapply in the future.

Selection Criteria
Selection for all scholarships will be based on participation in Trinity on Jackson

activities, academic achievement, and the required essay. Priority will be given to
graduating high school seniors.

2. One photograph of yourself (will not be returned) to be used in internal and
external promotion and publicity if you are a scholarship recipient.

3. A copy of your most recent transcript.

Additional Essay (1 page maximum, double spaced) describing your aspirations
and educational goals. Include any challenges you might face while in college.

Non-Traditional Applicant: Must provide their most recent college or high school
transcript or a letter of recommendation from a relevant professional.
